 Please note that the way the kit is packed does not necessarily represent the way of mounting to the bike 

 

 Undo front wheel spindle nut (left side as you sit on bike) and remove 

 Slide steel bar through the hollow spindle 

 Knock the steel bar so that it pushes out the cap on the end of the right side of the spindle 

 Insert the R&G cap over the right side and screw the R&G-supplied nut over the left side 

 Place the black bobbins over the cap and the nut 

 Place the supplied washers over the ends of the steel bar and then secure the supplied nyloc 

nuts onto the ends.  Do not overtighten (this would damage the nylocs) – the nyloc nuts will 

hold tight.  Just tighten them until they lock.

 Pousser la barre R&G à travers l’axe d’origine. 

 Frapper  légèrement l’axe R&G de manière à chasser le capuchon de l’autre côté de l’axe. 

 Insérer le capuchon R&G sur le côté droit de la fourche et visser l’écrou R&G sur le côté 

gauche. 

 Placer les tampons de chaque côte de l’axe. 

 Glisser une rondelle de chaque côté et placer ensuite un écrou autobloquant de chaque côté. 

 A l’aide de deux clés, serrez les deux écrous simultanément. 

 Ne pas serrer trop fortement, en effet les écrous autobloquants vont garder le montage en 

place.
