FITTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR CP0033BL/WH CRASH PROTECTORS
SUZUKI TL1000R

Please note that the way the kit is packed does not necessarily represent the way of mounting to the bike
Please note that in cases where kits are packed with rubber washers holding the components onto the bolt —
the rubber washers should be thrown away!

Offside (throttle, right side as you sit on bike)

e  Remove fairing.

Loosen water bottle.

Remove engine bolts.

Offer up L-shaped aluminium block.

Use original bolt in left hand side of block.

Relocate water bottle and tighten.

Slide the tool supplied down the hole on the block (blunt edge first).

Refit fairing.

Gently tap fairing over where point of tool is located, thus leaving a small indentation on the inside of
the fairing.

Remove fairing.

Pilot drill at the mark, from the inside of the fairing towards the outside.

Refit fairing, making sure that the pilot hole is in the right place. If so, remove fairing.

Using 28m tank cutter, drill hole from the outside of the fairing towards the inside.

Using sharp knife, deburr hole.

Refit fairing.

Slide 150mm bolt through bobbin.

Bolt through block into engine.

Tighten bolt until you feel some compression from inside the protector. Turn a little more so that you
feel the compression increase slightly. Then apply a quarter turn. Do not overtighten as damage can
occur to the bike. Do not exceed 40nm of torque.

Nearside

Remove fairing.
Remove two engine bolts, located just above battery case.
Slide aluminium block up against the frame. This will sit on top of the battery case.
Mark top of battery case, either side of where block sits.
Take block out. Using Dremel, cut away lip at top of battery case. This should allow aluminium block to sit
flat. Once block sits flat, bolt into position, using 120mm M10 bolts supplied. Tighten bolt until you feel
some compression from inside the protector. Turn a little more so that you feel the compression increase
slightly. Then apply a quarter turn. Do not overtighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed
40nm of torque.
Using one of the original engine bolts, screw in the middle of the aluminium block (not all the way).
Refit fairing.
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You should be able to see the block behind the battery cover.

Wind the bolt out until it touches the inside of the battery cover.

Mark end of bolt with white paint or Tippex.

Refit battery cover. This should then mark the inside of the fairing.

Remove battery cover.

Pilot drill at centre of white mark from inside of panel towards the outside.

e  Check that pilot hole is in the right position. If so, drill through from outside to inside of panel, using 25mm
hole cutter.

e Using sharp knife, deburr hole.

e  Refit panel.

e  Slide 90mm bolt through bobbin.

e  Slide spacer over bolt so that 25mm end is up against the back of the bobbin.

e  Screw bobbin in place. Tighten bolt until you feel some compression from inside the protector. Turn a little

more so that you feel the compression increase slightly. Then apply a quarter turn. Do not overtighten as

damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed 40nm of torque.

Goods may only be returned direct to us if they were purchased direct
from us (customer must prove if necessary). Otherwise to be returned to original vendor. Goods must be in re-sellable condition, in the opinion of R&G
Racing. All returns are subject to a 25% restocking and handling fee (25% of the gross value exc. P&P — at the prevailing price at time of purchase). The
customer must pay any and all carriage charges. No returns of discontinued products, unless within 14 days of purchase. This policy does not affect your
statutory rights and does not refer to faulty goods.

Démontez le carénage

Déserrez le bocal d'eau.

Démontez les vis de fixation moteur.

Placez le bloc en alu (en forme de L) sur la moto

Utilisez la vis de fixation moteur d'origine pour la fixation c6té gauche.

Replacez le bocal de liquide de refroidissement et serrez les vis.

Glissez ensuite I'outil fourni (axe avec un bout pointu) et placez le dans le trou de droite
(pointe vers l'extérieur)

Remettez le carénage

Pressez légérement le carénage a I'endroit de la pointe, ceci afin de marquer le carénage.
Ce « pointage » définira le centre de votre percage de carénage.

Démontez le carénage.

Percez le carénage a I'aide d'un forét diamétre 6 mm. Percez de I'intérieur vers l'extérieur.
Replacez le carénage et vérifiez le bon alignement du trou par rapport a I'outil.

Si tout est ok, vous pouvez ensuite perger le carénage a l'aide d'une scie cloche (avec forét
centreur) diam extérieur 28 mm.

Remontez le carénage.

Enlevez l'outils etpassez la vis longueur 150 mm a travers une rondelle M10, puis dans un
tampon R&G et serrez ensuite la vis dans le moteur.

Serrez la vis jusqu'a ce que vous sentiez de la compression a l'intérieur de la protection.
Tourner encore un peu et vous sentirez la compression augmenter, faite un quart de tour. Ne
pas trop serrer car cela pourrait abimer la moto. Ne pas exéder 40nm de couple de serrage.

GAUCHE:
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Démontez le carénage

Démontez les deux vis de fixation moteur, (celles juste au dessus de la batterie)

Placez le second bloc en aluminium sur contre le cadre a I'endroit des fixations moteur.
Repérez et marquez I'empreinte du bloc en alu sur la boite de protection de la batterie.
Enlevez le bloc en alu et coupez a I'aide d'un outils type DREMEL ou autre, la partie de la
boite de protection a découper pour laissez passer le bloc en alu.

Fixez le bloc a l'aide des 2 vis M10 x 120 mm . Serrez les vis dans le bloc moteur, ne pas
trop serrer, car ceci peut abimer les filetages de la moto. Demandez le couple de serrage a
votre concessionnaire.
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Prenez une vis de fixation d'origine et placez la dans le trou fileté M10 au milieu du bloc.(
vissez la vis a moitié)

Remettez le carénage

Vous devez étre capable de voir le bloc en alu derriere le couvre batterie.

Déserrez la vis d'origine jusqu'a ce qu'elle puisse toucher l'intérieur du couvre batterie.
Mettez de la peinture ou du tippex sur la téte de la vis.

Replacez le couvre batterie de maniére a laisser une empreinte sur le couvre batterie.
Démontez le couvre batterie

Percez le centre de la marque a l'aide d'un forét diam 6mm.

Repositionnez le couvre batterie et vérifiez le bon alignement du percage.

Percez ensuite le couvre batterie a I'aide d'une scie cloche diam extérieur 28 mm.
Remontez le couvre batterie.

Enlevez la vis d'origine

Glissez une rondelle sur la vis M10 x 90 et placez I'ensemble dans le tampon R&G.

Glissez I'entretoise contre le tampon, attention le cété diam 25 doit étre positionné contre le
tampon en plastique.

Serrez la vis jusqu'a ce que vous sentiez de la compression a l'intérieur de la protection.
Tournez encore un peu et vous sentirez la compression augmenter, faite un quart de tour. Ne
pas trop serrer car cela pourrait abimer la moto. Ne pas exéder 40nm de couple de serrage.
